FEES:

The yearly fee for Academy Adonai is $200 if only one child is
registered. For families enrolling more than one child, the
total cost is $240 per year. An additional fee of $3.00 will be
collected for the Delaware Home Education Association, providing
each family associate membership status. Fees are the same no
matter what time of year enrollment begins. Payment is due on or
before the initial visit and is not refundable.

ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS:

1. Parents are entitled to one meeting per quarter throughout the
school year. However, it is the parents’ responsibility to
schedule meetings.

2. Arecord of attendance should be maintained throughout the
school year. A signed statement listing the total days must be
submitted by mid-June of each school year, even though home-
school families may use a 12 month year. The state defines a
school day as a minimum of 3 1/2 hours, excluding lunch, and
a year as 180 days.

3. The parents should submit a list of subjects covered, resources used,
special activities, projects, field trips, books read aloud, and books
read by the student throughout the school year to be included in the
stundent’s file.

In addition, it is recommended that parents new to homeschool-
ing read Teaching Tips & Techniques by Kathryn Stout prior to
the first meeting. It is available from her publishing company,
Design-A-Study ($10 plus $2.50 postage—www.designastudy.com).
Kathryn often recommends specific curriculum materials to meetyour
children’s needs. Since some of these are available through
Academy Adonai, parents should be prepared for additional
purchases at their first meeting.
